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In this poster we intend to show students how to use the instrumentality of ANACOR and 

HOMALS procedures for nominal or categorical data analysis, in particular analysis of narratives 
episodes or interviews content. 

A correspondence table is any two-way table whose cells contain some measurement of 
correspondence between the rows and the columns of the table” (SPSS, 1990, p. B-31). 
ANACOR also known as correspondence analysis serves to analyze either two-way contingency 
[or correspondence] tables or data that can be expressed as a two-way table, such as brand 
preference or sociometric.  

Homogeneity analysis can be thought of as principal components analysis of nominal 
data. HOMALS is a multiple correspondence analysis, that is a nonlinear association procedure of 
homogeneity analysis, suitable for data reduction. It also can be considered as an optimal scaling 
method by alternative least squares and serves to analyze multiway contingency table data. These 
are procedures suitable to analyze multiple nominal variables in a multiway contingence 
table. With this multivariate analysis the relationships among variables are represented in a few 
dimensions, for example two or three.  
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
